CHYWL Sunday Wrestling Meet Procedures
General

All volunteers need to be at the school no later than 12:00 each Sunday.  Our league has 5 different age groups, PeeWee (PW), Bantam (B), Midget (M), Novice (N), Schoolboy (S) for our wrestlers.
The first Batch of wrestlers who wrestle each Sunday will be PW, B, and M.  PWs need to check-in prior to 12:30 each Sunday.  PWs will be expected to be lined up in the back hallway at 12:30.  B’s and M’s should arrive at the school at 12:30.  The second Batch to wrestle on Sundays are N’s and S’s.  They will generally arrive at the school at 2:30.  These times may change slightly from week to week based on the expected number of wrestlers and how things have progressed in previous weeks.
Weigh-Ins
The first Sunday, kids will get on a scale and weigh-in so that the league can record their weight.  The scales will be located in the cafeteria of the gym.  Scales will be available the next 2 Sundays (after the first Sunday) so kids who were not present on the first Sunday can still weigh-in.  Once you have weighed-in, kids do not have to weigh-in again on subsequent Sundays.

Checking-In 

The first thing kids do upon arriving at the school is to check-in with a registration person in the cafeteria.  Upon checking-in, kids will have 3 things written on the backs of the right hand.

1.) First letter of their age group

2.) Weight, rounded to the nearest pound,

3.) A or B designating their experience/ability level

After these things are written on the kid’s hands, they go into the gym and wait for their age group to be called into the back hallway.  Remember, PW’s should be lined up in the back hallway at 12:30.
Back Hallway

The Pit Boss is in charge in the back hallway.  Before the kids are called into the back hallway, the Pit Boss will go through all the bout sheets and write group numbers and corresponding mat numbers on all the bout sheets.  When the Pit Boss is ready, one age group at a time will be called into the back hallway.  When the kids arrive, they will be split into 2 groups according to the experience level, “A”s and “B”s.  Back hallway workers will assist with this, particularly with the younger kids.  Once the kids are separated out by experience level, they will be lined up by weight, lightest to heaviest.
The Pit Boss will then arrange the kids into 4 man groups.  The Pit Boss will hand a bout sheet to a back hallway worker.  The hallway worker will take that 4 man Group and write the kid’s names, weights, and teams on the bout sheet.  The hallway worker will then write the kids’ Group number on the back of the kids’ hands.  Once that is complete, that group will be sent to their designated mat.  We will continue to do this until all the kids are formed into Groups.  We need approximately 10 back hallway workers for each age group.
Once the Pit Boss is ready, the next age group will be called into the back hallway and this procedure will be repeated.
Note:  We will try to group kids together in 4 man groups.  That can not always be accomplished due to a variety of factors such as the number of kids we have and wide spreads in kid’s weights.  Sometimes we may have 3 and 5 man groups.  About 85% of our Groups have traditionally been 4 man groups. 

Mats and Wrestling

When the kids come out of the back hallway, they should be going directly to their mat.  Kids will wrestle all of their matches on the same mat.  The scoring table for each mat will have a “tree” on it.  The trees will hang Group numbers.  The top Group number on each tree is the number of the Group that is currently wrestling on that mat.  The next number hanging on the tree will be the Group that is wrestling next, or “on deck”.  The third group number hanging on the tree will be the Group number that is after that, or “in the hole”.  When kids’/parents/coaches see their group number hanging on a tree, the wrestlers should go down to the mat and get ready to wrestle.

You will notice the group numbers changing constantly on the trees.  Wrestlers should know that they will be wrestling on the same mat for all of their matches.  The mat they wrestle on each Sunday may change from week to week, however, once on a mat, that is where all of their matches will be.  Wrestlers will need to keep an eye on the tree of the mat they are wrestling on for their Group number.  It is the personal responsibility of each wrestler to keep an eye out for their Group number and be in the right place at the right time.

Each Group will have at least 2 rounds of wrestling.  The 4 man group is designed to give kids 2 matches.  Therefore, Group numbers will come up 2 times on each tree.  After all of the Groups have cycled through one time, we start again with the beginning numbers that started each Batch of wrestlers.
For example, with the first batch of wrestlers, their group numbers will always start with Group 1.  Hypothetically, let’s say we have 43 Groups in the first Batch of wrestlers.  After we have gone through Group 43, Group numbers, starting with Group 1, will come up on the trees again.  After wrestlers who are in a 4 man group have wrestled their 
second match, they are free to leave.  It is recommended that you let your team coach know before you leave.
Note: Kids arranged into 3 man groups will have 2 matches each, but three rounds of wrestling.  Each round, one of the kids in the Group will have a Bye.  This means that their group number will come up on the tree 3 times.  Some of the kids in 5 man Groups will have 3 matches.  Wrestlers should know if they are in a 3, 4, or 5 man group.  If you are in a 5 man Group, check with your coach to determine how many matches you will have that day.
We are trying to have the second batch of wrestlers (Novices and Schoolboys) show up around the time that the first batch of wrestlers are finishing up.  When we call the Novices in the back hallway, the procedures will go exactly as outlined above.  In the example above, there were 43 Groups in the first batch of wrestlers.  Therefore, the first Group of Novice wrestlers will start with Group 44.
